RE-OPENING OF CHURCHES

It is anticipated that the First Minister will announce further relaxation of
the lockdown on the 18th June. This is expected to include the re -
opening of churches for private prayer.

To do this, we need to enact social distancing measures and ensure
that high standards of hygiene are met. For this we will need a good
number of volunteers aged over 18 and under 70 without any of the
underlying health conditions _ that increase the dang er from Covid -19.

Considering this and the other factors that affect us specifically, that St
Margaretods i s a building site at the mo
of our Churches will re -open for private prayer if restrictions are relaxed

on the 18th.

We will need volunteers when Masses are made public again (limited
numbers, increased hygiene, at risk groups asked to remain at home).
This is likely to be after 9th July

Masses would only be celebrated publicly at the weekend.

There is a lot to think through and to implement. If you are able to
volunteer as a passkeeper or a cleaner (pews and hard surfaces will
have be disinfected after every Mass) then please email me to let me

know what you can do and where you want to do it.

Please do not volunteer if you are in any of the vulnerable categories.
